CarlBeam (1942 005) was born in M66Chigeeng (West Bay)
(Ojibwa) heritage, the agii was instrumental in challenging the marginalization of contemporary Aboriginal
art in Canada. He became noted for his manner of linking Indigenous world views to broad cultural,
historical, and political concerns in order to provoke contemplation dfpteutealities and our collective

place in the cosmos. In the process, he developed an aesthetic approach more akin to the expressive lay
of Rauschenberg than the traditional forms of Anishinaabe 'Woodland School' painters. The exhibition,
curated byGr eg Hi | | and organized by the National G
most remarkable works spanning hisy&r career, from his monumengaale paintings and constructions,

to his ceramics and video.

Carl Beam obtained a Blaelor of Fine Arts from the University of Victoria and also did pgrstduate work
at the University of Alberta. His work, executed in diverse media such as drawing, watercolour, etching, n
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silver photography, photo transfer, installation and ceramasspken exhibited throughout North America

as well as in Italy, Denmark, Germany and China. It is found in major Canadian and international collectio
including the National Gallery of Canada, the Art Gallery of Ontario, the Vancouver Art Gallery and the
Albright-Knox Gallery in Buffalo, N.Y. In 2000, Carl Beam was inducted into the Royal Canadian Academy
of the Arts.
